2. Wisdom associated 
with envy and self 

seeking

“But if you have bitter envy and self-seeking in your 

hearts, do not boast and lie against the truth. This wisdom 

does not descend from above, but is earthly, sensual, 

demonic”         (James 3:14-15)



3. Wisdom in one’s 
own eyes

“Do you see a man wise in his own eyes? There 

is more hope for a fool than for him”  

(Proverbs 26:12)



4. Overly wise

“Do not be overly righteous, nor be overly wise: 

Why should you destroy yourself?”  (Ecc 7:16)



5. Learning and never 
living

“always learning and never able to come to the 

knowledge of the truth”  (2 Tim 3:7)
