1. He allowed the Lord to work 
when he did not even 

understand

When He had said these things, He spat on the ground 

and made clay with the saliva; and He anointed the 

eyes of the blind man with the clay. John 9:6



2. He obeyed without 
questioning God’s wisdom

And He said to him, “Go, wash in the pool of Siloam” 

(which is translated, Sent). So he went and washed, 

and came back seeing. John 9:7



3. He witnessed when asked

…this is a marvelous thing, that you do not know where 

He is from; yet He has opened my eyes! 31 Now we 

know that God does not hear sinners; but if anyone is a 

worshiper of God and does His will, He hears him. 32 

Since the world began it has been unheard of that 

anyone opened the eyes of one who was born blind.

4. He stood against those who 
tried him anchored by his 

personal experience

5. He accepted the loss for the 
privilege of Knowing Christ
