Things to remember 
concerning the Will of God



1. What matters is to live 
submitting to the Will of God, 

not only to know it.

2. The Will of God for all of us 
is to be holy

“For this is the will of God, your sanctification: that 

you should abstain from sexual immorality; that 

each of you should know how to possess his own 

vessel in sanctification and honor.”

1 Thessalonians 4:3-4



3. The Good Will of God for us 
may allow us to suffer

“For it is better, if it is the will of God, to suffer for 
doing good than for doing evil. For Christ also 

suffered once for sins, the just for the unjust, that 
He might bring us to God” 

1 Peter 3:17-18



4. We need to renew our 
minds to know His Will.
