	Talking back to servants, chaperones, or assistants

	Disruptive behavior

	Leaving assigned area without permission

	Disrupting lessons

	Horse playing

	Rough housing

	Not cleaning after self

	Talking or unnecessary moving after lights out

	Disruptive behavior after lights out

	Disrespectful behavior towards others

	Physical aggression towards others

	Theft or vandalism

	Destruction of property

	In opposite gender’s dorm or restroom areas

	Using profanity
