• “Because of unbelief they 
were broken off, and you 
stand by faith.”

Light is Essential for Life

(John 9:5) 

• “ Most assuredly, I say to 
you, unless you eat the flesh 
of the Son of Man and drink 
His blood, you have no life in 
you.  Whoever eats My flesh 
and drinks My blood has 
eternal life, and I will raise 
him up at the last day.”

Light is obtained from Christ’s mouth1 

• “For as the rain comes down, 
and the snow from heaven, 
And do not return there, But 
water the earth, And make it 
bring forth and bud, That it 
may give seed to the 
sower And bread to the eater, 
So shall My word be that goes 
forth from My mouth; It shall 
not return to Me void, But it 
shall accomplish what I please, 
And it shall prosper in the 
thing for which I sent it.”
