in the night.” (1 Thes 5:2)

When will the End come?2 

 Various signs 

 “Before the end, the gospel will be 
preached to the whole world.” 
(Matt 13:10) 

 “And so all Israel will be saved.” 
(Rom 11:26) 

 “The coming of the lawless one is 
according to the working of Satan, 
with all power, signs, and lying 
wonders …” (2 Thes. 2:9)

How shall we be judged? 

 “When the Son of Man comes in His 
glory, and all the holy angels with 
Him, then He will sit on the throne of 
His glory. All the nations will be
