What did his family think of him?

A saving home has leaders (parents) who model
what is important
What do we hang on our walls?
Modeling prayer, consecrated time for God, charity
Modeling endurance in the face of hardship
Obedience to the authority of scripture and the Church

A Saving Zacchaeus ran ahead - separated himself
Home... from the crowd

must be A saving home must be separated
courageous EX: Abraham

Separated, not isolated

Zacchaeus taught his family
a valuable lesson in courage ™




Then Zacchaeus stood and said to the Lord, “Look,
Lord, | give half of my goods to the poor; and if |
have taken anything from anyone by false
accusation, | restore fourfold.” (Lk. 19:8)

A Saving His encounter with the Lord Jesus was made
Home... manifest
Displays His inner values changed — evident by outward
choices
EX: Saul

"Then he said to David: “You are more righteous than
; for you have rewarded me with good, whereas |
nave rewarded you with evil.” (2 Sam. 24:17)
