2. Reconciliation

3. Restitution 

 Zacchaeus

 Then Zacchaeus stood and said to 

the Lord, “Look, Lord, I give half of 

my goods to the poor; and if I have 

taken anything from anyone by 

false accusation, I restore fourfold.” 

9 And Jesus said to him, “Today 

salvation has come to this house…” 

(Lk. 19:8-9)

4. Forgiveness

 Joseph with his brothers in 
Egypt

 “But now, do not therefore be 

grieved or angry with yourselves 

because you sold me here; for 

God sent me before you to 

preserve life.” (Gen. 45:5)

 St. Stephen 

 “Look! I see the heavens opened 

and the Son of Man standing at 

the right hand of God!” (Acts 

7:56)



5. Assurance

 We cannot share in the joy of 
Salvation if we doubt the 
promises of God.

 “For God did not send His Son into 
the world to condemn the world, 
but that the world through Him 
might be saved.” (Jn. 3:17)
